• $6,000 will go to aid the yearling Chinook program at Iron Gate 
Fish Hatchery. In a nutshell, fish in this program are allowed to 
grow in the hatchery for a year (instead of the usual few months) 
before they are released to the river. Studied have shown that 
survival rates and adult returns are much higher when fish are 
released at a larger size.  

  

• $13,600 is slated for adding a floating dock of the Roy Rook 
boat launching facility at Klamath Glen (can I get a big Yee-
Haw?).  

  

And speaking of the Klamath Derby, we're already getting excited 
about the 2009 version, which will be even better that last year's. 
We've got a lot of exciting things planned for the event, which will 
be held Sept. 18-19 and we'll be letting the cat(s) out of the bag 
soon, so stay tuned!
